Router 

Rules for use:

· Always wear safety glasses and hearing protection

· Do not operate while wearing jewelry or loose long sleeves or hair

· Always keep hands outside of the router chamber

· Never rout with any part of your body in the path of the router

· Keep your eyes on the router at all times while in use

· Use only when a Technical Director is present

· Never use without permission of a Technical Director

Procedures for use:

· Securely clamp your work to a table

· Put on a dust mask

· Place the router onto the work

· Back the bit back from the edge of the work about ½”

· Squeeze the trigger. Do not lock the trigger, but hold it down

· Move slowly along the piece of wood in a counter-clockwise direction making certain the router base is resting on the wood

· If you need to go around a corner, slowly go around, keeping the bit in contact with the work

· When you are finished routing wait for the bit to stop rotating before removing the router from the work

Remember, if you don’t feel comfortable with something – DON’T DO IT!

The Router is not a toy. Treat it with respect.
